fhe Rev. Simon J. Mcfherson Moves His
Audlence to Tears at a Combined Sorv.
{ce in the First Presbyterinn=Dr, Bris-
tol, in Evanston, Gives a Hopeful Qut-
fook in a Sermon on * Political Opti-
mism"=Dr. Goodwin, at the Union Park
Congregational, Touches Up Mr. Debs,
The Trinity, Methodist, Christ Reformed
Episcopal, Plymouth Congregational, Im-
mauuel Baptist, and Second Presbyterian
Churches celebrated Thanksgiving with the
first Presbyterian Cburch. The congrega-
tion was unusually large and the service un
ususlly interesting and impressive, The
musical features, which were brilliant and
effective, were Sparks’ variations on **Jeru.
salem the Golden” as a prelude on the organ,
by Dr. Clarence Eddy; the new * Thanks.
giving Anthem *#of John A, West, by the
quartet; and the hymn ** Holy, Holy, Holy
to Blumenthal’s music, by the congregation.
The pastor, the Rev. Dr. Barrows, made the
jnyocation, the Rev. Dr. J. T. Leake read the
scriptures, Bishop Cheney offered the Thanks-
giving prayer, and. the Rev. Simon J. Me.
Phersou delivered-the Thanksgiving sermon,
The sermon of Dr. McPherson was a radi.
cal departure from Thanksgiving precedents,
and of suchb singular beauty and eloquence it
probably never will be forgotten by those who
heard it. After a brief reference to the usual
gubject of Thanksgiving, it confined itself to
the person &nd churacter of Christ as the
' paramount blessing of bumanity. Much in
tha style of Schatf and Bushnell, and yet with
yefresning originality, the speaker analyzed
the character of Jesus. As he proceeded,
however, analysisa turned to eulogy, and
eulogy melted into devoilon, and the clos-
ing effect on preacher and congregation
was something uncommon on such occasions.
Dr. McPherson's affecting subject complete-
ly overcame him, and his feelings choked his
utterance, while the bowed heads and flutter-
ing handkerchiefs in the pews indicated that
tears were flowing all over the house. It
looked as if the Thanksgiving had been meta-
morphosed into a revivalservice, The feel-
ing was so great that when Dr. Barrows rose
to give out the last hymn, which the printed
rogram said would be ‘" America,” he said
e knew every one preseant recognized it
would be out of place after such a sermon.
' He asked the congregation to sing the hymn
beginnng:
O could I speak the matchless worth,
O could I sound the glories forth
Which in my Savior shine.
What Dr, McPherson Said.
Dr. McPherson’s sermon was in part as fol-

lows:

#Thanks be to God for his unspeakable
gift,”’—II. Cor. ix., 15,

Are wo already impatient for the turkeys that
are roasting? Let us pause long enough to thank
God that our country has sgain garuered groat
hervests, that our markets are full, that our
homes are favored, and that our personal com-
forts aro pumerous. You may reply that tue
times are bard. But this fact may at loast raise
overestimates of necessaries, even 1f it do so by

. decreasing our lnxuries, It may prove to us that
both wealth and poverty involve moral responsi-
bilities. It may rebuke currant extravagance,
and convince us that nations, like meun, are inca-

able of living by bread alope. It may disturb
ilammon‘s usurpation of Johovah's throne. It
may even teach us that charity isa biessing to
givers aswell as rocipients, and so woo us to-
ward truth and love,

You may also demur that the last yecar has
brought the threat of economic and social up-
heaval. But we may at least be thankful that
tho threat has aroused a growing multitude of
good men of various opinions to study these
questions honestly and thoroughly and has
shown that their final and fundamental solution
is moral. These things forco the pecessity of
seoking rest in the commandmeont of Sinai and
the golden rule of Christ. The recent elections
also bad elements for which we should give
thanks to God. Aside from the general result,
for which I care littls, Jot us be thankful that
they have brought moral issues to the front.
Spenkors on. both sides have appealed to the
moral bearings of such apparently secular ques-
tions =as tarif and finance. The civil
and, yet more obviously, the municipal
avils abounding are at buttom moral evils,
That fact is damonstrated and met by the multi-
plication of citizens’ committees, good govern-
ment clubs, anc Civic Federations, But on ac.
count of the work dono by the Constitntional
Commission, by the Legislature’s Investigating
committes, and, most of all, by the tireless and
heroie persistency of Dr. Parkhurst, the Savon-

. arola of the American ’Bnlpxt. New York hasbeen
_the crucial instance. That reformer himself has
declarea the campaign wasa dxstlnctlf moral
one and it was religious because founded

heart of man and in the heart of nations what
comfort or inspiration would the memory of all
the giorious yostoerdays convey? Every blessing
of Providence, every victory of right snd truth,
evory achievemont of human intellect and heart,
like a golden bell, bangs high in history’s catho-
dral tower to join the overlasting chimo that
prophesies sach brighter .day ;ﬁﬁ botter age.
One of the noblest powers of the hu.
man mind is hope—the power of looking
into the future with a smile. We
boliove in the past and boast of what it has been,
and all the world is now familiar with our story.
Have woe less faith, less confidence in the future
than in the past? Shall eur children be less than
our fathers were? CannotGod bo as gond or man
as great as he has beon? Oris the universe ex-
bausted, humanity effote, providence bankrupt?
1 plead for an optimistic Americanism today. a
hopotul, chearful, corifident spirit that belioves
in the country, in its soils and climates, in its
genius and institutions, in its products and peo-
ple  and high destiny. This iz not
the time for a lugubrious pessimistic ser-
mon on the evils and dapgers which
somo people imagine are always threatening the
life of the nation. The cheerful, smiling optimist
has dono more to save the country from financial
shipwreck than all the wiseacres who have grum-
bled and growled and prophesied evil. Weo look
back upon a year of trial only to thank God that
the old ship of State has demonstrated the
strongth of its’ timbers and has besn able to
weather as severe a storm of industrial agitation
as ever swopt the seas. The last year has done
much to strengthen our faith in the law of the
land. Now checks have been added to new guar-
antees of freedum and the Constitution of
the United States, thoe  strength of the
goveroment, and the dignity of {reedom never
seemed more secare. God's angel has led us to
?onco and. security. Even if we must borrow

rom the time to come and mortgage some of the
light of tomorrow to belp us through the gloom
let us smilo upon adversity and render thanks
for blossings still in store. With higher mounts
of vision to climbed, with richer sqil to be
tilled, with sweeter soungs to be sung and bright-
or dreams to be dreamed, with stronger charac-
ter to bo doveloped and grander history to be
made, ** behold (saith your God) I send an angel
before thee.” One of the encouraging signs of
our political prog_ress and security i3 to be found
in the fact that this_great froe poople are learn-
ing to tako party dofeats and party triumphs in
the patriotic. and optimistic spirit. With the
growing good-nature of American patriotism we
are coming. in these political dofeats and disap-
pointments, to agree with Lowell in his view of
the larger democracy whon hespys: ‘‘Thers is
no good "in argui with the inevitable. The
only argument available_with an oast wind'is to
put on your overcoat.” Happy the man, be he
Demaocrat, or Republican, or Populist, or Third
Party Prohibitive, who has a good comfortable,
philosophical overcoat of patriotic American
o?tlm_is.m to put on whon struck by the east wind
of political defeat.

The Rev. Dr, E, P, Goodwlin Preaches at a
Congregntional Union Service.

Union Thanksgiving services were held yes-
terday mornwng by the First, Union Park,
and Leavitt Street Congregational Churches
in the Union Park Church., Dr. E. P. Good-
win of the First Church preached, Dr. F. A,
Novle of the Union Park Church read the
scripture, and Prof. Scott of the Leavitt
Street Church led in prayer. Special®music
was sung by a quartet. The pews were fairly
well tilled. The collection was devoted to the
Hospitat for Women and Children and the
Destitute Crippled Children’s Home. Dr,
Goodwin’s sermon dealt with the reasons the
nation has for thanksgiving and the things
wh.ch will insure its stability in the future.
His text was the two following passages from
the bible:

Give thaoks unto the Lord, for he is good; for
his mercy endureth forever. Psalm, cvil., 1.

Righteousness oxaltoth a nation, but sin isa
reproach to any people. Prowv., xiv., 34,

Dr. Goodwin said in part:

The people owe thanks for the large moasure
of fruitfulness which has fillad the granaries of
the land. There have been soctions that suffsred
from drought and other causes, but this coungr{
is remarkable in that 1t rarely is afllicted wit
widespread failuro of tho crops. Tho people
should be [thankfnl that they are no worse off
financially. True cnough banks have failed, busi-
noss has become  depressed, and _ rail-
ronds have gone into the hands of ro-
ceivers, but such reverses carry lessons with them.
1f people could learn to rent cheaper houses,
woar cheapor clothes, and yot along with fower
diamonds and feathers, there would be cause for
thanks, It is a cause for thanks t Congress
did not adopt all the plans proposed for the Na-
tion’s good. It didn't keep the goyernment
printing presses running day and night making
promises to pay. and it didn’t go into tho coun-
terfeiting business by authorizing the free coin-
ago of a dollar that_ would be only worth one-
half to two-thirds its stamped value. Thanks
are due that thore has been no war in the land

The Rev. J. T. McCrory Says They Arve
Vitally Connected.

Has not_the Nation declarad it
is a Christian Nation, and do not the multitudes
who throng to the churches upon this national
holiday atford the most incontestable proof_that
there is a vital connection between this commion-
wea! and the Christian religion? The history of
the Thanksagiving day service _5h9ws the depth of
Christian feoling at the Nation's heart. For a
long time its observancq was iatermittent,
but, for the last thirty years there has
been no year in which it was forgotten.
George Washington recognized the connection
between Christiagity and the commonweal, but
the proclamation which inaugu rated the rogular
yeurly observance ot Thanksgiving day was that
of Abraham Lincoln, issued in the midst_ of tho

.civil war, when two great victories had blessed

the Nation and the hopes of patriots for the ulti-
mate proservation of the Union were high. From
that year till now no President has ever omitted
the yearly proclamation.

PROF. BMALL TALKS TO STUDENTS,

Prospeots Which the World Holds Out to
Collega Men,

Prof. Albion W. Small delivered the
Thanksgiving address yesterdey morning 1n
Cobb Lecture Hall. * Help Wanted” was
the subject of his talk upun the prospects
which the world in atl departments of its ac-
tivity holds out to the college man.

Dr. Small said in part:

The'sauce of lifs to men of conscious latent
power is not tho amount of work already done in
the world, but the amount still to ba done. A
finished world would deserve Dante's inscription
over tho gate of hell: ‘‘Abandon hope all yo
who entor here.”' No ane ever hai described a
heavon of completed bliss that sentient beings
would not struggle to escape from after a briof
couflnoment. lfnppinoss is less in having than
in boping, The issues ot life are found. first,
in view of the possible things not yot roalizod,
and. secondly, in the liberty tho ends which these
possibilities contain,

Dr. Small reviewed the so-called profes-
siong in the light of the inducements they
offer to the student and suggested the reforms
for which the professions are waiting. The
speaker decried scholasticism and ethics
hastily and incounsiderately applied to chang-
ing conditions of lile; and, on the other hand,
believed the businesa wortd too often adjudges
ethieal principles by their would-be devotees
who are found in the trauin of reform move.
ments. The student who knows how to make
a tallow-dip has but little place in this age,
but he who can cheapen electric light is the
glory and benefactor of his time, Integrity
and industry is & combination which forces
itselt upon the attention of every epoch and
never faila to find reward for its possessors.

RECTOR WILSON TOUCHES ON POLITICS.

Recent Election Showa What Publie Con-
sclence Can Do When Aroused.

Thanksgiving services were held yesterday
morning at St. Mark’s Episcopal Church, Cot.

The rector referred at length to the period
of business depression through which the
country is passing, and said it was vain to ex-
pect sudden relief, however sudden the de-
pression may have been, Inattention and in-
difference to the duties of citizenship, he suid,
had been the causes of much of the trouble,
The great change brought about polilically
during the last month showed what could be

accomplished when the public con-
science was  aroused, The people
always would respond and overthrow

what appeared to be established conditions if
made to fool something: was intorforing with
their prosperity, A fow yoars ago peoplo said
there was no nse in trying to reform our systems
of government ; bat it had been seen lately it was
of some use. Recent events had damonstrated it
was worth while to attempt reform in public
affairs. The nation was not yet entirely given
over to political corruption. Abusos couid be
rectified if all good citizens would codporate for
the common welfare.

of this class of legislation and that he will ap.
pear in person, if necessary. before the Ralil.
road commitiee of the Legislature at Madi-
gon and furnish reasons why the measures
should be adopted.

JAMES LIOK MONUMENT UNVEILED,

In Front of the City Hall in San Francisco
and Cost $100,000.

Sax Fraxcisco, Cal., Nov. 28,—The James
Lick monument was unveiled today, When
James Lick died he lelt an estate of several
million of dollars to be expended in various
public improvements and institutions. Among
the institutions bearing his name is the great
observatory on Mount Humilton, One hua-
dred thousund dollars was set aside for a
monument descripiive of California to be
erected in front of the city hali, and this was
dedicated today. E. P. Mastick gave a hia.
tory of the Lick trust. Willard B. Farwell,
orator of the Pioneer Society, delivered an
oration. The main material of the monu-
ment is granite supporting massive bronze
figures of heroic proportions and also bronze
punels of historical design, illustrating the
growth of California from 1ts early history to
the present day. The top figure represents
Eureka as typical of California. Thisis 12
feet high and weighs 7,000 pounds. Beneath
are four panels portraying *‘Crossing the
Sierra,’” ** Vaqueros: [Lassoing a Bull,”
s Trappers Trading Skins with Indians,” and
¢ California’s Progress under American
Rule.” On the main shaft is a large bronze
portrait of James Lick and on the back are
draped the bear and American flags.

FORUMOFTHE PEOPLE

NEW WEST SIDE INSTITUTE IS FOR-
MALLY DEDICATED.

Two Servicus Beld at Which Addresses
Are Mnde Telling of the Work to Be
Accomplished and the Aims and Ends
of the InstitutioneBishop Fallows, Dr.
Guansaulns, Johu W, Xla, W, I, Mason,
and Others Make Addressese=California
Avenue Church Opsned.

The new building of the People’s Institute
at Van Buren and Leavitt streets was ded-
icated yesterday with ceremonies which were
hoth impressive and appropriate, The Peo-
ple's Institute was orgapnized less than two
years ago by a number of progressive and
philanthropic citizens of the West Side, and it
now has a home which cost $96,000 and is
provided with every facility to aid in carrying
on the work of the association. Before most
of the people of the West Division had left
their beds Thanksgiving morning the first
gervice was held in the new building. It was
union prayer meeting of the Young People’s
Christian Endeavor Societies of the neighbor-
ing churches. The dedication service proper
was held at 10:30 a. m., when the audience-
room, having the largest seating capacity of
any in the city with the exception of the Au-
ditorium, was filled to Its utmost, Bishop
Samuel Fallows presided and there were on
the platform the Rev. William G. Clarke, the
Rev. Frank W. Gunsaulus, the Rev. J. P.
Brushingham, and others,

After singing and a prayer by Mr. Brush-
ingham, Mr. Clarke delivered & brief address
of welcome. Bishop Fallows, who with Mer.
Clarke and others,organized the institute,then
made a plea for contributions to aid in pay-
ing for the building. Bishop Fallows said of
the total capital stock of the enterprise,
amounting to $50.000, $26,000 was taken
by the directors of the institute, OF this $14,.
000 has been paid. A large amount was sub-
geribed.

The dedicatory sermon by the Rev. F. W.
Gunsaulus followed. Dr. Gunsaulus took for
his text the words, * Thy Kingdom Come.”
He said Christ came into the world 1o give
the great 1dea of the aristocracy of man.
Since his time there has been one ever-
incrensing effort toward popular government.
For that idea the Nation bas ever stood, and
the Nation and the People’s *Institute stand
for the eame principles, Every boy, Dr.
(Gunsaulus »said, has a divine value set upon
him. The institute, recognizing that fact,
surrounds him with the idea for «hich the
Nazarine stood, " 1t provides that which will
bring out the divine in the boy. muse, liter-
ature, painting, stimulating thoughts. It rec-
ognizes what Christ taught, that truth ta
freedom,

Bishop Fallows Dedleates the Building.

At the coneclusion of the sermon Bishop
Fallows, in n few words, dedicated the new
building to the people and the cause of educa-
tion. He said:

In the name of the fathers and motbers, of the
eitizons of Chicngo of )l creeds and cenvictions,
anad of the great Wost Side in particular, I dedi-
cate this spacious bnilding to the high purposes
intended in its erection—to the cnnse of educa-
tion, of sociability, of helpful recroation. of the
fraternity of family welfare, of good citizenship,
of philanthropy and roligion, and may the favor
of the people continue to%o iven it and the gra-
cious blossing of Aimighty God continue to rest
upon it.

In the aflernoon another service was held
and the institute was again filled. It was de-
signed aa a patriotic service, appropriate to
the duy, and addresses were delivered in
which the aim and object of the institute were
set forth, Bishop Fallows presided and John
W. Eia delivered an address devoted princi-
pally to the Civic Federation.

Work of the Civic Federation.

He explained to the audience what the Civic
Federation is and what it aims to accomplish.
He said:

It is a combination of the best peopls of the
city against the worst olomonts. 'Il;m work of re-
liof donw last winter was donpe by it. Since then
it hag attacked the gambling evil, until there is
now less of that vice in the city than there over
was bofora. 1t is now preparing plans for the
bottorment of the public schools of the eity.

They will_bo investigated systomatically and if

it is found, as has been charged by critics, the
standard of the schools is lowor than in other
gront cities the trouble will be mmedied, even if
the romedies have to _bo applied at the top of the
systemn. The People’s Institute will bo an ad-
junct and ally of the Civic Federation. In this
great anditorium meetings will bo hela and
speoches made which will help to make the city
s remarkable for its moral development as it i3
now for its material progross.

The next speaker was William E. Mason.
He began by reminding the audience that
only five months ago he had delivered an ad-
dress in the open air on the spot oecupied by
the new building, when the corner-stone was
jaxd. By magic, almost, the bnilding had ap-
peared.

Subscriptions to Pay the Dabt.

Mr. Mason concluded with an appeal to the
audience for tinancial support for the insti-
tute. He was fotlowed by Mr, Clarke, who
told what the institute expects to accomplish
in the way of education. A large amount was
asubscribed to aid in meeting the debt on the
new building.

The People’s Institute first occupied a wig-
wam ou Van Buren atreet, near Learvitt,
which «as built for use in the last Presiden-
tinl campaign. The lectures, entertainments,
and discussions held there met with so much
interest that the founders of the institute de
termined to have a permanent home. In ad-
dition to the large auditorium, the building
contains club-rooins, a bowling hall, reading
rooms, and a number of amaller halls far the
use of societies. The front part of the struc-
ture containa six stores, The audience room
holda 3,000 people, or 300 more than Cen.
tral Music Hall. It is fitted up comfortably,
but with no attempt at costly ornamentation,
The officers of the institute are:

CALIFORNIA AVENUER CHURCH OPENS.

Congregationalists Hold Services in Their
. New Edlfice.

The aopening services in the dedication of
the new California Avenue Congregational
Churclr were held yesterday ynorning in the
presence of a congregation which tested the
capacity of the edifice. The church is sit-
uated at California avenue and West Monroe
street, and is one of the handsomest church
atructurea on the West Side.

T.ong before the services commenced every
available seat was taken, and the aisles were
filled with people who remained standing
during the service. The preaching platform
was banked with a profusion of chrysanthe-
mums and green foliage, behind which the
choir was seated, As the first notcs of the
organ pealed out the congregation aroseand
joined in the old hymn, ** Old Hundred,”
which was the first number in the service,

The dedicatory responsive service was read
by the pastor, Dr. Fox, and a prayer of
thanks was rendered by the Rev. William E,
Holyoke, After the singing of the hymn,
*(, Worship the King,"” the offertory was
taken to defray the balance of $7,000, which
is needed to clear the church from debt. The
first contributor was little Ollie Martine, who
handed 2 crisp $5 bill to Dr. Fox, which she
said she had saved faor Christinas presents,
but which she desired to give to the church
instead, An anthem was then sung by the
large choir belonging to the church.

Dr. Scati’s Sarmon.

The sermon was preached by the Rev.

History of the Church,

The congregation owning the church now
completed has had a rapid growth. It was
first organized in 1878 in the basement of
an unfinished bouse in Van  Buren etreet,
belonging to A. Audersou. It was made up
of fawiiies from all organizations and scon
grew into & body known as the Evacgelical
Union. After two years of growth the soci.
ety rented a hall in West Madison street,
The Rev. M. Dickinson was the first pastor.
Pots were then purckased in Califoraia ave-
nue for a church homne d@nd in 1888 the basc.
ment of the now compieted edifice was first
used for Sunduy school rooms, :

In its first work the society was helped by
the Union Park Congregational Church, by a
gift of $3,000, and later received a like
amount from the Congregational Missionary
Society. The present edifice cost $25,000,
and the land is valued at $20,000 more. The
present corgregation is composed of 354
members, the mujority of whomn have bhe.
come associated with the church since the
commencement of the pastorate of Dr. Fox in
1892.

The building is a fine brown-stone structure
after the Gothic style of architecture, with
brick and terra.cotta trimmings. The roof,
composed of four gatles and tour decks. is of
black slate, with an ornamental copper ridge,
On the interior the four nmip trusses runuing
to a point in tho center, forming the valleys,
are supported on four large copper
bronzed columns., The roof is paneled in
natural oak, and along tho trusses,
which are trimmed in chocolate and
gold, are arranged the incandescent
lights, The seating capacity is 000. The
pastor’s study is fitted up with oak book-
cases and a large library table. There are
three large stained glass windows, which are
exquisite in their colrriug and design. They

-add greatly to the interior appearance of the

edifice. Behind the preacher’s desk the wall
is frescoed in.scroll desigo, surmounted by
the cross and crown in a ground of sky blue,
The Sunday-school attached to the church is
a large one. Under Dr. Fox's ministrations
it bas grown from & membership of cighty to
nearly five hundred. The Christian Endeavor
Society is also flourishine, and the junior so-
ciety is the banner saciety of the West Side,

DIPHTHERIA IN A FEMALE QOLLEGE.

Two Students Die and the School Is
Clased.

Princeror, N. J., Nov, 20.—{Special.]—An
epldemic of diphtheria has broken out in Ev-
clyn Female College, three quarters of a mile
from Princeton College Campus, and the in-
stitution has been closed. Miss Orma Lind-
gey of Utica, N. Y., was the first victim.
Saturday morning the case was pronounced
diphtheria and a physician ordered the school
closed at once. Many of the studenis left for
home io alarm last Saturday.

Sun-
day moraing her disease developed into black
diphtherla and she died at 1 o'clock Monday
morning, The body was taken to Utica for
interment.
